CASAC have worked alongside West Yorkshire Police for over 9 years and in that time have secured over 50,000 properties throughout the area. Less than 1% of these properties have been victims of repeat burglary, where access has been gained through security products fitted by CASAC.

CASAC are encouraging homeowners in West Yorkshire to take a free Burglary Reduction security assessment. The assessment will include ensuring that all doors have 5 lever locks or break secure cylinders on UPVC doors and highlight any potential break-in access points.
