Minutes of meeting of the Adel Association

Held on Thursday 19th September 2013
In The Stables, Back Church Lane

Chairman – Mrs. Paula Brown (elected at the AGM which immediately preceded this meeting) 

1. Police Update
PCSO Claire Salkeld attended the meeting. She gave an update on recent crime in the area which was 1 burglary on 19th August and 2 anti-social behaviour calls.
She said that they would like to do more speeding checks and although resources had prevented them doing so recently were now looking to increase this activity. 

Mr. Geoff Steel raised the issue of continued drug taking in the field behind The Old Stables and this had been going on for some time. It is happening in the early hours of the morning and he asked that a patrol be done.

2. Government Buildings site
Cllr. Anderson updated the meeting and said that the outline application has been submitted and states there will be 130 properties. He explained that objections could be focused on the highways issues as there is no barrier to stop anyone driving right through the site from one end to the other to exit on to Adel Lane. Although there will be traffic calming throughout the site there will be no physical block to stop people using Adel Lane as an exit.

He also gave an update on the issue of trees being cut down in the Government Buildings site. The developers have requested a licence to fell the trees and the Council are objecting to this. Residents can also object and the details of where to write/email to are:

3. NGT 

Cllr. Anderson gave an update on the current position with NGT which is that an application for a Transport and Works Act Order (TWAO) has now been submitted to the Secretary of State. Objections to NGT can be submitted to the Council. 
Mr. Geoff Steel updated the meeting on the actions of the West Park Residents Group who are working hard to lodge a major objection with the Council. They have asked the Adel Association for help to distribute 300 questionnaires. Geoff is going to take delivery of these but would like some help to distribute them. People can also post them back through his letterbox and he will ensure onward transmission.

A short discussion was held about the impact of NGT on the current bus routes and possible reduced service if NGT goes ahead.

4. Adel Neighbourhood Forum 

Cllr. Anderson gave an update on the Forum, in the absence of the Chairman, Ian Bond who was not able to attend the meeting. There will be a second Open Day to showcase the work of the Forum so far and to get residents’ feedback on the findings that will be presented by each of the Focus Groups.
This will be held on Saturday 12th October between 10am and 4pm at Adel St. John the Baptist C of E School, Long Causeway, Adel.

Cllr. Anderson read out an email from John Hartley who had requested the views of local residents on the usefulness of having the Nat West Bank on Otley Road and if people use it.

The view of the meeting was that they felt the Bank was a good asset to the neighbourhood and that the Saturday morning opening was particularly welcome.

Cllr. Anderson updated everyone on the position in respect of the Site Allocations. A public inquiry is to begin on 8th October and run to 25th October and will look at different topics each day e.g. Transport, open space, heritage etc.  

A copy of the timetable will be sent out by email.

In respect of the need for a play area Cllr. Anderson updated the meeting that he has organised a meeting at 1pm in Golden Acre Park café as there is now a proposal to have a play area in Golden Acre Park due to the fact that trying to find suitable space in Adel itself has drawn a blank. 
5. Cold Calling update

Cllr. Anderson updated the meeting to advise that this is now well underway and zones have been established in Holt Park (private housing below Asda), the Kingsleys and Gainsboroughs, Holt Lane, Church Lane and its offshoots, Adel Lane and its offshoots and St. Helens Lane and its offshoots. The team are now working on the Cookridge Garden estate area and will then move on to areas off Long Causeway and Back Church Lane. Estimated time for remaining areas to be completed is the end of 2013.

 6. Bedquilts
Cllr. Anderson raised an issue that had been brought to his attention by a local resident which was to propose a gate be put on the entrance to Bedquilts at the top of Adel Lane (entrance on to the field, not into the car park) and that this could have a locked barrier that could be opened/closed by local residents on a rota basis.

The meeting did not think this was an idea they could take forward and there were no offers to open/close the barrier.

The Chairman suggested that a barrier of the same type that is on the entrance to Adel Woods and requires no manual intervention could be looked into.

7. Highways Officers Attendance at Next Meeting

Cllr. Anderson said he had secured the attendance of two Leeds City Council officers from Highways for the next meeting on Thursday 17th October. This is to discuss the Traffic Calming Proposals for the bottom half of Adel Lane that are being paid for by David Wilson Homes in respect of the Bodington planning application. 

8. David Wilson Homes – Hedge on Church Lane
Cllr. Anderson advised that he is chasing DWH and the Council are still awaiting the Arboricultural Report from them.
